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Deceased Name: LOUISVILLE WOMAN, 34, DIES IN CRASH IN WOLFE

PINE RIDGE -- A 34-year-old Louisville woman died Monday after the car she was riding in overturned on the Mountain Parkway at Pine Ridge in Wolfe County, state police in Morehead said. 

Belinda Castine VanHoose was pronounced dead at 3:25 p.m. at the Middle 

Kentucky River Medical Center in Jackson by Breathitt County Deputy Coroner Ralph Crouch. 

Mrs. VanHoose was riding eastbound on the parkway about 1:45 p.m. with driver Marty VanHoose, 16, also of Louisville, when they ran off into the median and overturned. Mrs. VanHoose was ejected from the car and received multiple injuries. 

Marty received head injuries and was treated at the medical center and dismissed. Another passenger, Dea VanHoose, 15, also of Louisville, received leg and back injuries. She was also treated and dismissed. 

None of the victims was wearing a seat belt, police said. 

Mrs. VanHoose, a hospital worker, was the wife of Robert Michael VanHoose. 

Services will be at 11 a.m. Thursday at Mount Zion Regular Baptist Church in Knott County. Visitation will be after 9 a.m. today at the church. Hindman Funeral Services is in charge of arrangements.
