Deceased Name: MEMORIAL RITE FOR PROFESSOR SET AT U.VA.

A memorial service for Dr. William H. Van Hoose, professor of guidance and counseling and chairman of counselor education at the University of Virginia, will be held tomorrow at 7:30 p.m. in the University of Virginia Chapel here. A private funeral was held yesterday. He was buried in Hollymeade Memorial Gardens here. 

Dr. Van Hoose, 59, died of a heart attack Thursday in a local hospital. 

He came to U.Va. in 1969 as professor and chairman of the guidance and counseling department. His position was changed to chairman of counselor education in 1972. 

While at U.Va., he founded and directed the Center for Personal and Career Development and developed the school's certificate program in aging studies. 

He had served as chairman of three national professional education committees. The work of one of these committees led to establishing accreditation standards for counselor education programs. 

Born in Louisa, Ky., he earned his bachelor's degree at Morehead State University in Kentucky and then served in the U.S. Army during the Korean War.He then earned his master's degree at Indiana University at Bloomington and his doctoral degree at Ohio State University. 

He had been a visiting professor at the College of William and Mary in 1962. 

In 1978, the Virginia Counselors Association gave him its Career Service Award. Ohio State University gave him its Distinguished Doctoral Graduate Award in 1981. 

Dr. Van Hoose had served on the Virginia Joint Task Force on Counseling and Guidance. 

Survivors include his wife, Mrs. Hazel Smith Van Hoose; a daughter, Miss Pamela Smith Van Hoose, and a son, Frederick H. Van Hoose, both of Charlottesville; five brothers, Elmer, Richard, Lawrence, Randall and Hansel Van Hoose; and a sister, Mrs. Roberta Daniels, all of Urbanna, Ohio.
